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Southview Alliance Church; Calgary, Alberta
Stoney Creek Expeditions brought back down to us the Southview Alliance Church.  Pastor Robin headed up the church youth group and the leadership from Stoney Creek was Andrew and Dawn Bernardi.

The team maintained a very ambitious schedule both in outreach programs and work projects.  The outreach was held at the Las Minitas church named “Unidos en Cristo”.  It was a 4-day children’s program and a fifth day for inviting the parents.  Attendance was in the 40’s for the week with gifts for bringing friends, attendance, verse memory, and behavior.

One construction team put on a roof and installed a fence at the Unidos en Cristo church.  Another sub-team drove the 70 miles to bless Campo Cristiano in San Matias to install part of an irrigation system.  The sub-team returned to San Felipe and spend the day cleaning a donated commercial stove for the Sonshine Hacienda Orphanage and painted some of the fencing around the 99+1 mission house.

Still another sub-group helped the Nueva Canción rehabilitation center.  They built the block walls for the bathrooms.  Although the progress on the project was significant, the real value to the “job” was the time spent building the relationships and encouraging the leadership and clients at the rehabilitation center.

A small team blessed a local family by doing some wiring for a house built last year.  The money had been donated by a previous group’s team member that had started the project but the new structure was not complete so we waited for the opportunity to finish correcting part of the wiring.  

On Good Friday the teams were reassigned and about 15 went out to the Sonshine Hacienda orphanage for the day to continue the project of readying the steel for the second slab.  

Pioneer Bible Church

The mixed youth and adult team from Pioneer Bible Church came to San Felipe for their Easter Break this year.  The main project focus for the team was to start the tying of the rebar for the foundation and floor for building “B”.  They worked along side of and under the instruction of Heber Mejia, the Mexican construction supervisor

A team member and old friend, Al Eberhart, worked on all the unresolved (for 7 years) wiring problems of the 99 + 1 mission house.  The house is now completely grounded, there are no more reverse polarities, the neutrals and the grounds have all found a happy home in where “Uncle Al” has relocated them.

Another returning team member and a friend of many years, Joshua McClure, helped adjust the stove to proper burning levels.  Joshua was the person who originally calibrated the burners when we first received the stove so it is fitting and proper that he be allowed to calibrate the grill and ovens as well.  Josh attends the Yucaipa Baptist Church but frequently accompanies the Pioneer church on mission trips.

The schedule changed for the outreaches and the group ended up with a 3 day Vacation Bible School.  All days were in a different location.  They worked with members of Temple Luz at locations where the church has ongoing Bible studies.  The first day had over 100 children in attendance and around 50 children were present at the 2nd & 3rd site.

Oxford AC Church, Oxford ME
What a joy to once again work with our brothers from the Oxford AC Church.  The team of 10 adventured to the Ejido Ruiz Cortines in Ensenada to help continue the building of Pastor Samuel and Eva Avalos' house.  The team was able to advance the project by putting in the footing, pouring the 16 X 28 foot floor, and building the walls up to the 8 ft level for the front portion of the house.

While waiting for supplies the group volunteered to help a neighbor do some digging for his future patio.  The neighbor returned the favor by helping us pour Pastor Samuel’s floor that afternoon.

Three of the team members broke off for a side job of helping a church member, Lupita, with a rolled roof for her house.  She cares for her aging Grandfather whose bed was getting wet with every rain.  It was a pleasure to team up with the returning members of the Oxford team and to meet some first time short term mission travelers.

Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday the group visited a different mission site each night that Pastor Samuel had been instrumental in helping to mentor the leadership.  Each had its own style of worship but all expressed their love for the Lord through their worship.

Calvay Bible Church, Meredith, NH

The small group worked through the first rise in San Felipe’s temperatures into the 90’s.  They participated in a variety of activities.  They finished preparing the rebar for Building “B” one of the days.  On another day, they traveled to the states to be a part of volunteers to move plumbing and electrical supplies to a rented storage area.  Some of the team cleaned and organized the group kitchen after the recent series of wind and dust storms. They did a 2-day children’s outreach in an area that is not frequently targeted.  The first day only one child present was churched, and he was the nephew of one of the 99 Plus 1 team.  
Sonshine Hacienda Update
We continue to praise the Lord for His faithfulness to His project.  Recently the Lord put on the heart of a local real estate agent to donate some kitchen equipment, including a commercial stove from a restaurant building that he owned.  The stove is valued in the thousands new.  We won’t know what else is there until we meet with the owner again but the stove is a beautiful gift from God by way of Mr. Carlos Cutler.
The construction company “Mi Casita” donated the use of their cement mixer when we desperately needed one thanks to the contacts of David Dunning; saving us around $100.  An old friend, Oscar Castro Lopez, who is very active in social welfare of San Felipe and a contractor, donated the use of his cement mixer on an ongoing basis whenever we need it.  The savings…who knows, but very significant and he is a solid asset to bounce ideas or explain parts of the plans I don’t understand.  His son donated the material and labor to cut our 16” I-beams.  “Materiales Boulevard” continues to offer us material at or below prices of Mexicali (120 miles away).
The hand of God continues to move in other ways as well.  A recent phone call from a pastor friend that has worked on the orphanage told us a church member had donated a significant amount of money.  We believe it will be sufficient to complete the inter-floor for building “A”.  Another church called and was totaling their mission money and is looking at sending down some more money in addition to what their team has already contributed.  We were recently able to consolidate the previously donated plumbing and electrical supplies from Grant Air Conditioning & Heating and Valley Electrical Suppliers into an already rented storage unit and import the lengths of pipe which saves us about $3,200 in import costs.  We thank San Felipe Storage for allowing us to store the material at their lot in Calexico, CA until we could make the relocation feasible.
Most of the steel has been bought for the footings and floor for building “B”.  And we will continue with the building after the inter-floor (of cement) is poured and the downstairs of building “A” is secured.  We then will have a storage spot on location.
The forward movement is none other than because of God’s involvement in this project.  Neither 99 Plus 1 nor Marketplace can take credit for anything more than trying to be good stewards of God’s resources.
