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Sonshine Update
Even before San Felipe had started to cool down yet some of the smaller projects at the orphanage are moving forward.  Two of the smaller rooms are now closed in to be used as provisional storerooms.
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The external structure for the staff bathroom has been completed thanks to the men from Nueva Canción Rehabilitation center. They have also completed the stucco for the interior of the bathroom.  Brother Pedro will continue laying the tile for the floor and walls. The tile had been donated previously which will help reduce the costs for the project. We Praise the Lord for the faithfulness of Director Marcos of Nueva Canción for participating in the orphanage construction. 
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While I was away to Mexicali the company delivered the Sonshine Hacienda septic tank to 99 + 1 offices. They hadn’t called to see if it could be picked up by us as agreed, but loaded it on the next truck down to San Felipe and waived the $400 delivery charge. God remains faithful to the orphanage project. We express our thanks to the generous folks at Kuroda Norte Plumbing and Tile in Mexicali for contributing to reduce construction costs. As Pastor Gary of Marketplace Mission said, “Who ever thought we’d get excited about a septic tank”.  The septic lid is constructed and so now we can start fitting the pieces together to complete the sewage system.
The Lord has provided about half of the $10,000 needed to pour the next slab. The slab will be about 25 feet X 75 feet. This portion will be for two of the four dorm rooms, a bathroom between the two dorm rooms and a small single room for staff assistance.
